Whilst at this stage there are no confirmed cases of Influenza
H1IN1 (Human Swine Flu) within our school community we
need to be on alert for this. | am receiving daily updates from
the Department of Education and Early Childhood
Development (DEECD) and the Department of Human
Services (DHS).

This week the Victorian Government has asked that all
children returning from the US, Canada, Japan, Mexico and Panama be kept
home for seven days prior to returning to childcare, kindergarten or school as
a precaution to help prevent further spread of the virus.

At Bimbadeen we are being more rigorous in our encouragement of basic
hygiene such as getting all children to wash their hands thoroughly and to
cover their nose and mouth when sneezing or coughing. Trying to get
children to practise this basic hygiene is almost always a challenge however
there has never been a better reason to reinforce the importance of this.
