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LEIGHôS REPORT 
 

PARENT REQUESTS FOR 2010 
This is a repeat of article from last weekôs newsletter to make sure that  
everyone has seen it.  I would also like to add that even if you have written 
to the principal in the past regarding a concern, please write again if your 
concerns are still relevant.  I am not privy to all correspondence that was 
sent to Mrs Hopcroft or Mr Hill, my predecessors here. 
 

It is that time when we begin to make plans for the school for next year (class 
structures, teacher placements and allocating children to 
classes).  This is a complex and exhaustive process where 
we attempt to put in place arrangements that best meet the 
needs of all children to ensure that they are in a position to 
achieve their maximum potential.  To do this we must  
consider all factors that influence each childôs success at 
school.  Some of these include academic attainment, social  
considerations such as student behaviour or friendship 

groups that work well and those that donôt work so well together, the number of 
children at each year level, the number of classes that we can run at each year 
level, the number of boys and girls in each class and so on. 
 

In order to develop class lists that meet the educational needs of each child we 
rely primarily on the opinion of those who know the children best in the school 
environment, the teaching staff.  We are also interested in your insights as you 
know your child emotionally much better than we do.  Teachers are considering 
options for next year and will be talking to the children about this to help them 
understand the process.  For example, having all of their friends in class  
together is not as important as they may think, and is in fact sometimes  
detrimental to their classroom success.  Children will be given an opportunity to 
identify the names of some friends who they would like to be with next year 
however it will be explained that it may not be possible to accommodate every 
request. 
 

 

It is not appropriate to include requests for particular teachers.  Be aware that 
your requests will be shared with the teachers to assist them to develop the 
class lists.  If you have particular, confidential, concerns that you do not wish to 
be shared with the teachers, please make an appointment to speak to either 
myself, or one of the assistant principals, Judy McConnell or Jo-Anne Lang.   
Be aware that class and teacher placements have not been finalised yet.  It is 
important that you understand that with so many factors to consider it is  
impossible to accommodate every request.  Be assured however that each and 
every factor in our decision making as to where a child is placed for next year is 
given our utmost attention. 
 

The class placement process will take a number of weeks 
and it is anticipated that the final school structure will be in 
place by early December, with children having the  
opportunity of meeting their teacher for next year before 
the end of the school year. 
 

Thank you in anticipation for working with us and for your 
understanding as we endeavour to make the best  

possible arrangements for your child in 2010.
